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��n January two meetings were held to 
discuss goals for Parks/Recreation and 

Transportation. 
Chip Faver, Director of County Parks and 
Recreation spoke to the group about the 
County Parks within our area (Point No 
Point, Norwegian Point, Buck Lake Park 
and the Greenway, Pilot Point).

He also discussed why County Parks 
must be accessible to the general public 
and that County parks are different from 
National or State Parks in that County 
Parks can offer amenities such as soccer 
fields, tennis courts and baseball dia-
monds.

Property Group (OPG) announced that 
the North Kitsap Trails Association re-
ceived a grant to create plans and draw-
ings for the OPG "String of Pearls" trails 
concept.

Greater Hansville Area Community

�� irst, I would like to extend my thanks to the 
many club members who have come forward 

and made payments on their overdue dues, and the 
many others who have paid their dues up to date.  
Not only does this help the club but contributes to 
the cohesiveness of the community as a whole. 
 
Next, I am going to try to put to rest the misunder-
standing and rumors about the state of the budget. 
The current budget was built using 599 paying 
members and assuming that 11 people would not 
pay.  We had an exorbitant figure of 31.  Fortu-
nately, we have some of these making payments as 
I stated above, 3 involved in the lawsuit and 4 who 
have ignored their dues for even longer.  We cur-
rently have $27,000 owed in dues. 
 
We have saved $2,800 in vehicle and fuel fees, 
and approximately $32,000 in payroll, medical 
insurance and payroll taxes. 
The really discouraging  news is that we have 
spent more than $80,000 in attorney fees when we 
were only budgeted for $56,000, and this does not 
include the governance document attorney fees.   
We may be reimbursed for some of the lawsuit 
fees by the insurance company but they are cur-
rently denying the claim and that in itself incurs 
more attorney fees.   
 
Your president and vice president are working 
very hard to get the attorney fees more in line and 
the insurance company to fulfill what we feel is 
their obligation.  They are also working hard to get 
some of the other people who have ignored dues 
for quite some time to meet their obligations as 
well, and I have called the rest. 
We have been pretty frugal this year but will still 
have a shortfall of approximately $30,000 and no 
reserve.    
The Board will be discussing this and plans to call 
a special members’ meeting to discuss ideas and 
options, and will be posting a date for that meeting 
soon.  We value your input and hope to draw on 
your expertise and creativeness to overcome this 
current situation.

Under The Bed
