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BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS/POOL

Playground fence.  No change.  Materials have been 

received and stored off site.  Wooden fence rails were 

quite green and needed some time to dry out.  Post 

holes will be augured and construction started in the 

next several months once the materials are sufficiently

Pool report.  Two motion-activated, LED security lights have been purchased for the pool area and are 

now installed.  Additional studies are underway for security cameras. 

 

$2,500 Backyard Habitat Grant for removal of noxious weeds at 2 acre wetlands behind Clubhouse.  

Invoices for additional plants were to be in to the County by December 15th and all planting completed 

with final reimbursement to the Club by December 31st, when the Grant 

expires.

Merry Christmas and Happy New Year to all.  I have enjoyed working with the 

community over the past 9 months and am grateful that Linda and I chose to retire 

in such a wonderful community.    

I had completed my 3 year term as Treasurer four years ago, and came back on 

board as Treasurer to complete the term of the previous Treasurer who had re-

signed.  That term expires at the next annual Members Meeting in August 2012.  

The Club will need a member experienced in Microsoft Word and Excel to run for 

next years' Board.

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In summary, for the Club Fund, the revenue collection is behind the budget by $4,200 and the expenses 

to date are over budget by about $18,500 (rounded values).   The under-collection of revenue is due, in 

large part, to the higher than anticipated number of people not paying, or not able to pay, dues this fis-

cal year.  The over budget expense amount is largely as a result of unanticipated legal expenses which 

we expect to recover through our insurance carrier.  Except for the legal expenses, the Club is only 

$2,766 over the expense budget - within a reasonable range for this point in time.  

For the Marina, the revenue collected is behind the budget by $1,200 and the expenses to date are over 

budget by $7,200 (rounded values).   The under-collection of lease revenue is being investigated;  it's 

probable there is an incorrect assumption in the budget.   Most of the expense variance is due to:  1. 

The Harbor Master's Office construction expenses for which there was no budget, but was more than 

offset by contributions and 2. Maintenance and Repair Supplies.  The other Marina expense accounts 

are largely on track for this point in time.  The month-to-month budget is an average of the total for the 

Fiscal Year.  Therefore, we can expect expenses to sometimes be over the average and sometimes un-

der.   

The Facilities Maintenance and Restoration Fund has also not realized the projected revenue in the 

budget because of the number of people not paying.   There were no budget expense projections for this 

fund because we are not budgeting capital expenditures.  The budget expense variance is largely at-

tributable to the board approved purchase of new chairs for the clubhouse.   These expenses will be 

capitalized next month and will no longer be reflected as an expense item. 

The Other Expenses budget variance is largely as a result of bad debt charges attributed to unrecovera-

ble dues and assessments associated with properties that have been foreclosed.   In a foreclosure, we 

can only recover account charges from the preceding 6 months.  Therefore, in most cases we have to 

write-off much of the unpaid dues, assessments, fees and interest.

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HOOD CANAL BUOY

As part of an ongoing effort to monitor water quality in Hood Canal and Puget 

Sound, the ORCA team at the University of Washington maintains an autono-

mous moored profiler near the mouth of Hood Canal.  Originally deployed as 

part of the Hood Canal Dissolved Oxygen Program  

(http://hoodcanal.washington.edu), this buoy is part of a network of moorings 

spread through-out the Puget Sound and Hood Canal.   

 

Each of the 6 buoys is equipped with a winch, a solar power system augmented with a wind generator, 

computer controller, weather station, and underwater sensor package.  At preprogrammed times the com-

puter controls the winch to raise and lower the sensor package through the water column and collect data 

from the surface down to the bottom depths.  During the summer months, when solar energy is ample, the 

buoy profiles every two hours.  During the winter the profiling frequency is decreased to 1-4 profiles per 

day to conserve power.  Each underwater sensor package is equipped with instruments to measure water 

temperature, salinity, dissolved oxygen concentration, and chlorophyll fluorescence (a measure of phyto-

plankton).  Some buoys are also equipped with nutrient sensors and water current meters.  After each pro-

file, data is uploaded via cellular or shore-based internet connections to the University of Washington 

server, where profiles are then processed, plotted, and posted to the web.  Remote access to the buoy has 

allowed us not only to quickly trouble-shoot a malfunctioning buoy, but also to adapt the sampling 

scheme to more closely study processes occurring on short time scales, such as adding extra profiles to 

monitor conditions during periods of high frequency variability.  We are grateful to the Driftwood Key 

Club at Hansville for hosting our internet shore connection to the buoy.
