The Trustees wish to hear from the Members reggrdaw to invest Club reserves. We expect
that more than 200 Members will vote on the isdustouctured investments” planned for the
Annual Meeting Ballot. That “set” of Members givesery high probability that the “yes or

no” answer accurately represents the total numbktembers.

The Club has historically “invested” reserve fumisery simple investments—savings ac-
counts, money market accounts, or certificatesepbdits. Typically, these investments do not
exceed inflation by a meaningful amount, but they“ask free” being FDIC insured.

The FY 2011 budgetary planning establishes twotgmwtdil reserve funds for our Pool and
Buildings (funded from the existing dues and assesss). These reserve funds are added to
the existing Dredging Reserve (currently “negatiwéh amounts owing on two loans), Dock
Replacement Reserve (funded entirely from slipdeasenue), and the remainder of the Gov-
ernance Reserve. Our Club’s total reserves ggmfgiant value over the next few years.

The budgetary planning includes an objective to §a5% return on our investments (ROI).
The highest currently available CD rates are atidao. Over the years a significant amount
of potential return on investment has been “leftlmntable”—that is not recognized—»by fail-
ing to invest in other than simple investments.

Therefore, the Trustees have addressed investm@fpaur reserves in “structured invest-
ments”. The Trustees believe that “structured stments” can be used to achieve our ROI ob-
jective of 3.5% without undue risk. There are m&tyuctured” equities offered, but for Club
investment only FDIC insured principle equities \bhe considered. An Investment Com-
mittee would consider possible investments wittcedemphasis on low-risk, concerns over
liquidity, and conservative return—in that order.

So what is a “structured investment”? Considet #8minvestment of $100 is made with XYZ.
The selected investment has a guaranteed prin€ipELD TO MATURITY. To guarantee
the principle, XYZ might invest in an FDIC insurbdnd. A bond returning 4% over 5 years
would cost $82.20. The bond guarantees the ptaoipthe $100 investment as long as the
investment is held to maturity. The remaining 807/rom the $100 initial investment allows
XYZ to invest in the area in which the “structuiegestment” is aimed.
