GOVERNANCE DOCUMENTS

The Club successfully defended ourselves
against a recent Small-Claims action
brought by a Member who claimed dam-
ages based upon the Club not employing
Caretaker. Seventeen exhibits were pre-
sented by the Club. The Club’s claim for
costs and fees was not allowed by the Co
missioner—the bookable cost of the de-
fense was $3,368.80.

D
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The continuing litigation brought by three
Members recently reached another mile-

stone. The appellants challenge their liabil:

ity to Driftwood Key Club, Inc., for dues
and assessments used to support our
neighborhood’s common facilities. To
date, the cost to defend our Club—that is
continue to enrich the individual Members
through our amenities—is in excess of
$150,000.

Prior courts have found in the Club’s favor
based upon an implied-in-law contract,
however, the Court of Appeals held that ou
Covenants, Articles of Incorporation, and
Bylaws correlate with each other to
“authorize DKC to collect dues, levy as-
sessments, and place liens on specifically,
identified property”. The current decision
marks the sixth time the courts have held
that the principal litigant is obligated to pay
their fair share of neighborhood dues and
assessments.

[

The unpublished opinion of the Appeals
Court remanded the third appellant’s issue
back to the trial court that previously found
in the Club’s favor for clarification. The
Club will take action on the remanded mat
ter once the Court of Appeals issues a Mar
date sending this part of the case back to
Kitsap County Superior Court.

The updated Articles of Incorporation and
Bylaws are in final legal review with our
attorney. The finalization process started ¢
the December Trustees meeting when the
Board resolved to send the then-current
documents to a select committee to finaliz¢
the grammar. The results of that effort we
“accepted”—note that the Board cannot
“approve” the documents; only the Mem-
bers can “ratify” them—and a clean copy
was sent for final legal review. There are
some additions to cover non-controversial
issues €.g, Electronic Communications)
and minor changes that the Board will hav
to consider when the attorney finishes the
review. A “roadmap” of the changes and
explanatory notes are being prepared.

The legal review is part of a fixed-price
agreement for which payment was made if
2008.

The subjects of building height limitations
and lot clearing remain major areas where
the exchange with the lawyers continues.
There is a simple way to minimize “legal
risk” while ensuring that the desires of the
majority of Members is met:

1. Define the factor—for example we

might develop a more detailed definir

tion of what is a view obstruction

than the building height limit we have

used in the past
Modify the Governance Documents
to include the desired definition(s)

3. Update the Covenants to include th
expressed authority of the Members for the

Trustees to enforce the Bylaws.

The principal appellant and one of
the other appellants have petitioned
the Washington State Supreme
Court for review. The Club has
filed a Respondent’s Answer to Ap-
pellants’ Petition for Review. We
await the Supreme Court’s decision
whether to hear the case or not; the
Supreme Court would hear the casg¢
if “the decision of the Court of Ap-
peals is in conflict with a decision of
the Supreme Court” or “[i]f the peti-
tion involves an issue of substantial
public interest that should be deter-
mined by the Supreme Court"—
expect about four months for the
decision to hear the case.

The plan is to mail the updated Articles of In-
corporation and Bylaws to the Members for
ratification along with the Annual Meeting
documents. The combined mailing will save
money and provide Members with the conven
ience of a single ballot for electing Trustees,
approving the FY 2011 Budget, ratifying the
Governance Documents, and voting on any
other resolutions that the Board might submit
for Member consideration.
